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Abstract

The Research on “The Strategic Competition Policy of the Superpowers in
Asia-Pacific: China, the United States, and Russia” aims primarily for monitoring its
foreign policy. This research relies on a qualitative, non-structural theory or analytical
as well as the interdisciplinary method to understand the overall picture of foreign
policies of the US, China, and Russia. The competitive relationship between them
revives the old rivalry affecting superpowers themselves and the whole of Asia-
Pacific region, ASEAN and Thailand, particularly, in terms of formulating policies and
setting their own strategies in dealing with the risks derived from the competitive
nature between the three superpowers.

After close monitoring and analysis, the study reveals that the competition
between the superpowers, the US, China, and Russia, can be viewed as a triangular
relationship. Under this context full of many challenges and uncertainties, the three
superpowers revive their great historical past and reinvent again. This status-
quo strategy by nature of international politics is an attempt to alleviate their own
national declining and weakening its security. US foreign policy seeks to curve the
influence of its rivals for attaining the status of a superpower on the world stage
since the post-Cold War period, by implementing disruption policy tactics. The US
sets up its own rules and regulations, dictating other countries’ behavior in the name
of “America First' policy. The US utilized "Trade and technological War" and "Indo-
Pacific strategy" to undermining China and Russia. Aiming at China’s "Belt and Road
Initiative BRI", but also Putin’s populist-nationalist policy and Russia’s "Far East
Policy".

The competition of the superpowers has tremendous impacts on the
international system that cause many states to realign. In term of trade, acceleration
to other countries engage with the US has to re-negotiate the rule of the game
between its partners. Thailand in the midst of these fierce competitions, it is
imperative to rethinking about its own positioning and strategy to get the most

benefit from their competition.
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
