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Abstract

Research on U.S.-China Rivalry in South China Sea and East China Sea from 2009 to 2017: Impacts on and
Recommendations for Thailand is a qualitative study based principally on the National Security Strategy
(NSS) documents drawn up by the United States and China, and substantiated by key concrete data of
moves/actions undertaken by the two countries to achieve their NSS objectives in the two regions under
study. Concentrating on the Trump Administration, this study aims at answering five research questions:
(1) what are the objectives of moves/actions undertaken by the U.S. and China in the areas under study;
(2) how did the U.S. and China proceed with their key moves and counter-moves in the two areas of
competition during 2009-2017; (3) what are the principal factors — external and internal — driving their
competitive moves and counter-moves; (4) what are the impacts of U.S.-China competition on power balance
at the global, regional levels and on Thailand; and (5) how should Thailand conduct foreign policy in such a
competitive situation in the foreseeable future, so as to maximize own national interests. The study finds that:
while China tries to establish a firm economic and military foothold in the ASEAN, South and East China
Seas — in pursuant of its “Chinese Dreams”, the U.S. is determined to retain its dominance in these areas —
particularly in the military and security dimensions. Given such national objectives and attitudes,
rivalry/competition is difficult to avoid. Up to August 2018, it is clear that China under Xi Jinping’s leadership
is way ahead of the U.S. in terms of influence-building in the areas under study. Trump has been trying to
recover lost ground through trade/tariffs/sanctions moves, the outcome of which still remains fluid. On another
front, Trump also tries to woo Thailand back into its fold. However, given the lessons Thailand has learned
through the early years of U.S.-Thai “alliance” against communism, as evidenced in the country’s latest 20-
year national security strategy, the current Thai military leaders seems determined not to repeat the mistakes

of past regimes, through a more careful “balanced” posture of foreign policy towards all major powers.
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
