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Abstract

This China Watch research is a cumulative of almost 2 years effort to bring in
many academic researchers from different universities to answer very important
questions about the future of Thailand foreign-policy posture in the fast changing
International environment. This research is a part of the bigger research series called
Superpower Watch, under the funding of Thailand Research Fund, which aims to
monitor ongoing competition between the great powers in Asia, specifically USA,
Russia, China and its impact to Thailand. For China Watch project, the research
focuses on three related topics. The first question is about how and why China
decided to create its own strategy. The research devoted a chapter to discuss China
traditional philosophy and socio-political history to understand its perception
recarding itself and the world and what its desire for the future of China’s
international standing among nations. The second question concerns the current
China’s Belt and Road Initiative, on how the project will help to carry out China’s
grand strategy. The last question focuses on how China’s grand strategy and its
offspring projects will affect Thailand’s social economic and political future. And
finally, the last chapter centers on the recommendation that the research team has

compiled for Thailand future policymakers.
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
