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Abstract

This study is about "Impact of the Presence of the Nationalist Chinese Troops “Kou Min
Ton” in Northern Thailand on Thai Foreign Policy During 1950 — 1984". It focuses on the measure
to control the Nationalist Chinese Troops, the impact of the policy, and the stability of the nation
from the presence of the Nationalist Chinese Troops. The stated hypothesis was that when
“Kou Min Ton” settled dowﬁ in Thailand, the state policy would harmoniously prevent problems of
relationships between Thailand and Myanmar. This included aspects of adjusting policies toward
the Nationalist Chinese Troops over the period of time and understanding the status and role of the
troops in such a way as to help solve problems of other Chinese migrants and minorities.

The research method is based on the study of documents, textbooks and several theses,
plus interviews conducted with 14 people who were involved with Chinese migrants, troops who
were politicians, high government officials in the offices of National Security, civil servants
military officers, other government officials, plus scholars and leaders of the National Chinese
Troops.

The study shows that the settlement and acceptance of the National Chinese Troops in
Northern Thailand had an important impact on internal politics, and an effect on the country in

terms of the economy and society, as well as affecting international relationships.




An important aspect of the study shows that Thailand effected several successful measures
and policies, especially which installed unarmed borders villages showing on threat to Myanmar,
and able to defend the borders peacefully and lawfully. It shows how the Thai government
recognized the necessity to demonstrate full acceptance of the National Chinese Troops by granting
them Thai nationality and treating them as Thai people. Due to changing policies in this respect, the
Chinese Troops at time felt insecure about their status and role. Overtime, the exchange of ideas
and increased co-operation has led to greater understanding, and the promise of harmonious

peaceful and complete integration in the future.
