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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) study the revolution of China’s
industrialization, 2) study impact of China industrial sector to Chinese rural adaptation and 3)
study the factors that drive the development of China’s industrialization. We employed the
documentary research, non-participatory observe and indepth interview. There were three

areas we studied: Henan Province (Zhengzhou and Luoyang) and Jiangsu Province (Suzhou).
In our study, we found that

1) “Revolution” Since its founding in 1949, the People's Republic of China was
planned to transform into a modern, industrialized communist society in imitation of the
former Soviet Union. The goal was set to catch up with UK and US by trying to stimulate the
rapid industrial development, which had caused a lot of ensuing problems. After the
economic reform began in 1978, China had moved to a more market-oriented mixed
economy, along with the open door policy and had Hi-Technology and Innovation as the

main industry.

2) “Impact” Start with agriculture, the use of agricultural machinery has been
increasing significantly, as well as the output of agricultural products. But while the number
of industrial plants keeps going up, cultivated land area has continued to decrease.
Furthermore, as farms have turned into plants, farmers have to change their role to be
industrial worker so employment in agriculture has declined steeply. The next impact is
quality of living. Industrialization has improved the income of farmers and makes their
lifestyle more similar to urban people. However, there remains a wide gap between social
welfare levels in urban and rural areas, which caused by inequality policies that focus on
urban development. Relations between people is also affected, in both family and

community level. For family, while young people migrate to seek work opportunities in the
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cities, the elderly are left behind to take care of their grandchildren. And for community, as
industrialization has improved the income of farmers, it’s also rising social inequality.
Relations between people in rural area have become more materialism and selfishness. The
last impact is resources and pollution, the two issues that always come with industrialization
and still have to work on.

3) “Factors” At the beginning. China deviated from the normal track to devote all
strength into maturity of heavy industry. But since 1978, it turned to a more comprehensive
strategy, which aimed at optimizing economic structure, improving economic growth and
achieving people’s prosperity. It adopted the strategy of balanced develop agriculture, light
industry as well as heavy industry, employ various kinds of economic ownership and actively
utilize foreign capital. The next factor is FDI. Since 1979, China has gradually opened the
door to outside and started to attract foreign capitals, although the achievement was not
satisfied before 1984. From then on, the inward FDI of China increased rapidly. Most of
China's FDI came from Hong Kong, Macau, Taiwan, Japan, US, Singapore and South Korea.
And the last factor is the local community. In the process of industrialization, the rural
reform greatly inspired the vitality of rural areas and farmers, prospered township and village
enterprises (TVEs), which significantly promoted rural industrialization. However, the
Industrial Development is just one of many factors that effect the change in China's rural
area. The other factors such as rural development policies, growth of service sector and

local policies in district and provincial level also have influence in that regards.

Consider the lessons learned above, we suggest that 1) Jobs should be creating in
the main province in every region of Thailand to absorb local labors in each area. 2)
Encourage local community in the rural to form a TVE. 3) Raising public consciousness to
develop both objective and subjective growth simultaneously. 4) Balancing the economic
restructuring and development in every sectors. 5) Improved Quality of Life along with the

development of industrialization.
