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Impact of ASEAN Economics Community and China FTA to Provide the Framework of

Business Model and the Standard Imported Products

Abstract

Thailand is one of the AEC members which its advantages are geography and location, where
trading, investment, and transportation route are centered. Therefore, Thailand, especially, earns the
benefits of border trading, investment, region connecting, and fully integrated supply chain. These benefits
has positively influenced China to be interested in Thailand's potentiality for being the center of product
distribution within its region, AEC, and other continents. According to this phenomena, there are going to
be a huge number of products both from AEC member countries and from China imported to Thailand.
However, it occurs that many imported products are low in quality as well as they are harmful for the
consumers. As a consequence, it is necessary for Thailand to plan ahead in order to encounter with the
issues or any changes that might occur when the free trade zone is official. In the same way, the appliances
and electronics industry should be developed to enhance, no matter, the competitiveness, quality, and
market opportunities.

The result shows that Thailand's appliances and electronics are imported industry and when AEC
and free trade zone with China are official, there would be the impacts as followed; 1) positive impacts
which include the expansion of trading and investment opportunities, the rising percentage of hired staffs,
and no more taxes, 2) impacts and cautions of AEC forming - tax cancelation implies that Thai entrepreneurs
would have higher number of competitors, and there would be no laws improvement which is an obstacle
for the investors, 3) there are possibilities that the production bases might be relocated to the countries,
where the cost and environment are more efficient, such as Vietnam, and 4) there is no rule that prohibits
the import of low-quality products to Thailand which may cause a bad market share and low-quality
products are not good in several ways, majored in the safety of lives and property.

The result suggests that the stakeholders, consumers and entrepreneurs, should concern about
the roles of producers, retail, wholesale, roles of the government to protect the rights of consumers and
entrepreneurs, as well as the roles of the consumers to be aware in choosing appliances and electronics
devices. Moreover, the standardized criteria should be used; for example, International Standard: IEC
Standard, WEEE, RoHs, Standard of China: CCC Mark, CQC Mark, China Energy Label, Standard of Thailand:
Thai Industrial Standard or TISI Standard, Energy Saving Label No. 5, MEPs (Minimum Energy Performance),
and Additional Required Standard: Product Education Standard as well as setting up of the follow-up and

check-up team when the products are transferred to the Post Market, etc.
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
