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ABSTRACT

The objective of this thesis is to study the conceptual model of traditional
Confucian culture affecting on Jin Merchant’s trading practices during Ming and Qing
dynasties.

The researcher investigated the trading development of Jin Merchant from
the beginning of his career until the period of the prosperous age of Qing dynasty
as well as the trading model of Shanxi Province during Ming and Qing dynasties of
China and found that the Confucian cultural concept had a significant influence on
Jin’s Merchant’s trading practices, which came from the basis of five main virtuous
principles as follow : knowledge, honesty, sympathy, courage and virtue which could
be well-adapted to his four trading practices, namely, the denial of taking advantage
of customers, having good knowledge, the trade implementation with ethical policy
and paying respect for Confucius’s principle.

The result of this study shows that the Confucian cultural concept is the
main factor to encourage and improve the concept and model of Jin Merchant’s

successful trading practices during the period of Ming and Qing dynasties.
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
