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ABSTRACT

This thesis studies preserving and developing the Chinese Festival in Pak
Nam Pho procession from 1977 to the present. by studying through political, social,
and economic contexts. How did the arrival of Thai tourism after the 1970s affect the
change in the Chinese festival of the Pak Nam Pho procession? Studying primary and
secondary evidence, including books of Significant in Nakhon Sawan Province Tourism
Policy of Thailand book Development plan for the lower northern region, and an
interview with the organizing committee of the Chinese in the Pak Nam Pho Festival.

The study found that the Chinese people in Nakhon Sawan had evidence
of coming in since the reign of King Rama lll, for trade, agriculture, and taxpayers.
Which came in large numbers during the reign of King Rama V and the arrival of the
Chinese people brought their beliefs to Nakhon Sawan. Together a large Spanish flu
epidemic in the world society and Siam including Nakhon Sawan caused many
deaths, causing the parade to cure the disease, leading to the organizing of the
tradition of the owner of Nakhon Sawan. The parade of Chinese owners in Nakhon

Sawan changed after the arrival of tourism in Thailand. Until leading to the
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
