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ABSTRACT

Pollution complaint statistics indicate increasing numbers of complaints
about noise pollution. Potentially deleterious to mental and physical health. This
independent study focuses on immobile noise pollution sources such as industrial
enterprises and. entertainment businesses. Thailand has long used command and
control measures to ineffectively manage noise pollution. Economic measures have
been studied as an alternative for enhancing environmental management efficiency.
In principle, the polluter pays to change the behavior by focusing on the environment
and bearing the management cost of noise pollution impact on public health.

The People's Republic of China (PRC) has enforced the 2016 Environmental
Protection Tax Law of the P.R.C, related to economic measures. Among significant
economic instruments are levying emissions of noise polluters. These findings suggest
that this precedent should be used as guidelines for updating and revising domestic
laws in Thailand to further enhance efficiency of preventing and reducing noise

emissions in Thailand.
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
